‘The Romans’
Summer Term 2 – Year 3 and 4
Miss Pattison, Mrs Patterson & Mrs Sargen
English
This term we will be learning about the Roman myth explaining the founding of Rome. Children will become familiar with the story of Romulus and Remus through drama before writing their own myth involving characters from the story. We will also look at recounts and poetry this term, all based around the myth. 
Spelling
Each Monday your child will be given a new list of ten words to learn. There are three words from the list of words your child is expected to spell and another seven words from the weekly pattern. They will be tested on Friday. The objectives that will be covered this term are:
1. Words with the /s/ sound spelt ch (French in origin)
2. Words ending with the /g/ sound spelt –gue
3. The prefix mis-
4. Homophones or near homophones 
5. Before a root word starting with l, in– becomes the prefix –il
6. The suffix –ation is added to verbs to form nouns
7. Endings which sound like /ʒən/ spelt –sion (used if the root word ends in d or se)
Reading

Children will be given opportunities to develop their reading as part of their English lessons. 
You can help your child at home by- 

· Listening to your child read each day.
· Ask your child to talk about the book they are reading and talk around the story (using skills of inference and deduction)
Maths

 In maths we will be learning about:
· Measurement
· Fractions
All aspects will be taught in line with the new curriculum with an increased focus on reasoning and problem solving, as well as teaching mental and written methods and strategies. 
You can help your child at home by-

· Developing rapid recall of facts

· Practising times tables skills
· Practising basic mathematical facts such as doubling and halving common numbers. 
Topic – Romans
History - Children will learn about the Roman invasions of Britain; the construction of roads; Boudicca’s rebellion; Hadrian’s Wall; Gods and Goddesses; Roman baths. This topic will be supplemented by a trip to Chesterfield. 
Science (forces and magnets) – Your child will learn about different types of forces and how they affect the movement of an object. They will also investigate magnets and their properties, using their knowledge to make an electromagnet. 
DT – Children will finish their design and make their own kite.
PE-/Games – Athletics
RE – Why is pilgrimage important to some religious believers? 
Music - Wider Opportunities to teach musical theory and practice through singing and the samba drums. Children will be practising for their ‘Samba on tour’ concert on the 30th June. 
French (Meet the family) – Children will learn vocabulary to do with family members, pets and parts of the home. 
Computing – children will be learning about the history of animation and use multimedia to produce a variety of animations.
