Art/DT - Designing and making super heroes capes, draw/ paint pictures of ourselves.  Look at a famous Artists work Andy Warhol. DT: cooking – related healthy foods making fruit salad.

English 

In English, we will be completing various writing activities based on our topic of ‘Super Heroes’. We will be: finding and writing facts about super heroes; writing instructions on how to make a super hero cape that is waterproof (which we will make in DT); writing captions for pictures; writing lists using commas; creating and describing new super heroes, and naming these using nonsense words – this will reinforce our phonics to sound out words.  This term in handwriting we will continue to spend a session a day focusing on letter formation, ensuring we are still forming letters correctly when writing words and sentences. This will be linked to spellings. 
Reading

Reading will take place three times a week for year 1 and 2.  We will also have one session a week on guided reading.  We will look at a range of text types and talk about the books to answer questions.  We will also be doing book studies to help develop prediction and inference skills.
You can help your child at home by- 

· Listening to your child read as often as possible
· Ask your child to talk about the book they are reading and talk around the story (using skills of inference and deduction)
Ask your child to look at the key word spellings on the back of the books stages 1-5 Oxford reading tree and encourage them to have a go at spelling theses words… 
Look at the word. Say the word. Cover the word. Write the word. Check the word. 
Maths

In Mathematics we will be learning to recognise numbers up to 100 and thinking carefully about how we can partition these numbers into tens and units. 

We will also look again at number bonds to 10 and 20 and will concentrate closely on related number facts e.g. 3+2= 5, 2+3=5, 5-2=3 and 5-3=2. 

We will also be looking at doubling numbers and will continue to develop our addition and subtraction skills. These will all be covered with a range of practical learning activities.
You can help your child at home by-

· Practising times number bond skills e.g. 1+4=5 2+3=5 3+2=5 
· Practising counting in 1’s 2’s 5’s and 10’s.
· Looking at the o’clock on a clock.

· Looking at shapes in the environment.

Topic - Time and Place (History and Geography) 

In Geography we are looking at the local area. We will think about all the things that make our village, and we will describe features using geographical vocabulary. We will think of questions we can ask friendly aliens about their planets too.  We will use photographs and videos to learn about the village and look at local area maps.  We will think about how we can take care of our village and discuss environmental issues.
Science – ‘Ourselves’ – how to look after our bodies and keep healthy.
Computing – How to open, close and save files and documents.
P.E. – Extra Time - Multi skills and fundamentals.
Music - Exploring how different pieces of music affect people's mood, the children will develop their understanding of the elements of music and how they have an effect on the mood of the music.
R.E. – Caring for one another.
