Planes, Trains and Automobiles
Autumn Term 2 – Year 5 and 6
Class 3
Miss Gregory, Mr Beahan and Mrs Allen
Topic

Our topic this half term is ‘Planes, Trains and Automobiles’.  Topic will be taught using a cross curricular approach meaning that a variety of subject areas can be covered in our topic, although the major bias will be geography.

English

In reading and writing, we will be looking at: 

· report and explanation texts about ‘how things work’. 
· how to answer comprehension style questions whilst studying the book ‘A Wrinkle in Time’ by Madeleine L’Engle.
Grammar and punctuation work includes:

· formal and informal writing
· active and passive

· causal connectives

· apostrophes

· subject verb agreement
Spelling:

· continuation of homophones (words that are pronounced the same as another word but differs in meaning, and may differ in spelling e.g. to, too and two. The words may be spelled the same e.g. rose)
· the suffixes able/ible
· adding other common suffixes
You can help your child at home by:

· exploring explanation books with the theme of ‘’how things work’.
In addition:
· Make sure your child reads for at least 20 minutes daily, recording this in their reading record and writing at least one detailed comment.

· Ask your child to talk about the book they are reading and talk around the story (using skills of inference and deduction).
Help your child to practise and learn their spellings from the Year 5 and 6 list by asking them to:

Look at the word. Say the word. Cover the word. Write the word. Check the word.  Ask your child to think of a strategy to help them learn this spelling. E.g. hidden words, saying the word phonetically, breaking them down into syllables etc. 
Maths
 This half term we will be looking at:
· Measures and shape and space
· Fractions, decimals and percentages

· Written multiplication
You can help your child at home by-

· Practising times tables skills 
· Homework reflects the week’s learning objectives in maths; please support your child with this and write a comment in their homework book if you feel they require further consolidation.

Science On completing our ‘Light’ unit, the theme of our science this half term is ‘Forces – ‘May the Forces Be With You’.  Within this unit children will: Explain that unsupported objects fall towards the Earth because of the force of gravity acting between the Earth and the falling object; identify the effects of air resistance, water resistance and friction, that act between moving surfaces; recognise that some mechanisms, including levers, pulleys and gears, allow a smaller force to have a greater effect.

DT: Children will be making a moving vehicle, from a wooden chassis.
Computing: To develop basic programming skills using ‘Scratch’ 

Geography: To compare and contrast France and England and plan a journey by different modes of transport to London and Paris. 

French: ‘Au Parc D ’Attractions’ - Learning about theme parks in Frnace.

RE: How and why do people follow religious leaders?  
PE/Games – Striking and Fielding games/Swimming for the girls up until February half term

Music: To learn and extend their knowledge of basic musical theory and putting their knowledge into practice later in the term as we play basic traditional festive melodies.
