Homework
Children will be given one piece of English and Maths homework that will either develop, consolidate (or even extend!) our learning in class. They should spend at least 20-30 minutes completing it to the best of their ability.  Maths and English will be set each Friday to be handed in each Wednesday.  Each Monday, the children will also bring home spelling words to learn.  They will be tested on five words from their list which they will put it into a ‘five star’ sentence during the test.  For each sentence, the can gain a mark for: the correct spelling; neat and legible handwriting; correct punctuation at the beginning; correct punctuation at the end; correct spelling of other words. The test will take place ‘a week Friday’ (almost two weeks) after the spellings have been issued and patterns will also be explicitly taught in class.

Reading

Reading sessions will focus on teaching the children how to identify the main ideas, discussing a variety of texts, drawing inferences and predicting.  All children will be encouraged to justify their answers and opinions using implied and inferred clues and evidence from the texts. 
You can help your child at home by- 

· Listening to your child read each day.
· Ask your child to talk about the book they are reading and talk around the story (using skills of inference and deduction)
Maths

 In maths we will be learning about:
· Place value / Fractions

· Multiplication & Division
· Addition & subtraction 
All aspects will be taught in line with the new curriculum with an increased focus on reasoning and problem solving, as well as teaching mental and written methods and strategies. 
You can help your child at home by-
· Practising times tables skills (x3, x6, x12)
· Practising basic mathematical facts such as doubling and halving common numbers (e.g. 50, 70, 90 etc) 
Topic - ‘What lives in a place like this?’ 
Using a cross curricular approach means that a variety of subject areas will be covered in our topic, although the major bias will be scientific.
Science (Habitats) – Children will learn about a variety of habitats and the plants and animals that live within them. They will also look at food chains and food webs found in different habitats. 
Computing – Data Handling
PE-/Games – Extra time will focus on invasion games and multi skills and children will be swimming.
RE – What can we learn from a Muslim way of life?
Music - Wider Opportunities to teach musical theory and practice through games and singing and the violin. 

French – This term we develop our skills through music and stories. We will listen to ‘Carnival of the Animals’ and ‘Jacques et le haricot magique’. This will link nicely with habitats as well as consolidate last terms studies into plants.
