Homework

Children will be given one piece of English and Maths homework that will either develop, consolidate (or even extend!) our learning in class. They should spend at least 20-30 minutes completing it to the best of their ability.  Maths and English will be set each Wednesday to be handed in each Monday.  The children will also receive a longer project linked to our topic – to make a replica of an Anglo Saxon artefact – to be completed by 17th October.  They could spend a little bit of time each week, or complete the whole project in one week.  Children will also receive spellings to learn – these will be sent home Wednesday for a test the following Tuesday.

Topic

Our topic title is inspired by the great Anglo-Saxon leader who ‘apparently’ burnt cakes he was given the responsibility to watch, whilst on the run from the Vikings.  Topic will be taught using a cross curricular approach meaning that a variety of subject areas can be covered in our topic, although the major bias will be historical.
English
We will be looking at: 

· instructional texts

· texts involving the legends of King Arthur

· poetry – Beowulf

Grammar and punctuation work includes:

· cohesive devices

· formal and informal writing

· punctuation, including the correct use of the comma

Spelling:

· homophones (words that are pronounced the same as another word but differs in meaning, and may differ in spelling e.g. to, too and two. The words may be spelled the same e.g. rose)
· the suffixes cious/tious

· adding prefixes
You can help your child at home by:

· exploring books with the theme of Myths and Legends
· reading and following recipe instructions
In addition:
· Make sure your child reads for at least 20 minutes daily, recording this in their reading record and writing at least one detailed comment.
· Ask your child to talk about the book they are reading and talk around the story (using skills of inference and deduction).
Help your child to practise and learn their spellings by asking them to:
Look at the word. Say the word. Cover the word. Write the word. Check the word.

Maths
 We will be looking at:
· Number and Place Value: Place value of numbers to 1,000,000
· Addition and Subtraction: Mental and written methods
· Multiplication and Division: Factors, prime and composite numbers
· Geometry: Angles
· Measures: Length, perimeter and area. Units of measure.
You can help your child at home by-

· Practising times tables skills (this will be the focus of our daily starter)
· Homework reflects the week’s learning objectives in maths; please help them with this and write a comment in their homework book if you feel they are still struggling.
Science The theme of our science this half term is ‘Light - Crime Lab Investigation’.  Within this unit children will:
Recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines; use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye; explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes; use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.
Computing: Online safety; Introduce basic programming using ‘Scratch’ 
History: The importance of the Staffordshire Hoard in helping understand what life was like in the times of the Anglo-Saxons.
French: ‘Our Café’ Learning about French food and drink.
RE: How do people express their faith through the arts?

PE/Games – Invasion games/Swimming for the girls up until February half term

Music: children will use musical vocabulary to describe periods of musical history, with particular focus on the Medieval Period. The children will develop their knowledge and practice of musical theory.
